Dear Shareholder,

The Company has achieved excellent results in the last 12 months with the
continued growth in its Sorpresa Gold project at Fifield NSW and it is my
pleasure to be able to provide to you the Annual Report for Rimfire
Pacific Mining NL for the financial year ended 30 June 2012. The
Company is genuinely excited by the quality, scale and direction of the
gold areas developing at Fifield.

The Sorpresa fine gold project area continues to go from strength to
strength, with the immediate 8km? area in the project’s vicinity seen as

highly prospective to host multi-million ounce gold potential within this
complex geological rift valley basin setting. As more work is done in the project, the Company has been able to
demonstrate that high grades for gold and silver are a consistent feature of the mineralised environment at Sorpresa.

In particular, the outstanding recent drill holes Fi 160 (14m @ 21.9g¢/t Au) and Fi 212 (14m @ 24.4g/t Au) atre both
believed to be in the top 10 greenfields exploration gold intersections that have been drilled by ASX listed companies
within Australia in the last 12 months. These two holes are 1.2 km apart on the established Sorpresa main trend. In
addition to the gold sections both holes contain significant silver ctedits, including 592¢/t silver in the case of Fi 212.

The ongoing percussion drilling is providing significant growth in milestones at each stage of the project, as gold
sections are built and the push towards resource definition occurs at Sorpresa. Further to this, the gold and silver
mineralisation encountered to date at Sorpresa is near sutrface, assay friendly and the Company believes that the excellent
series of project areas being established demonstrate strong commercial potential.

The outcomes achieved by the Company in the last 12 months have contributed significantly to both the Fifield area and
the Company being re-rated highly for prospective commercial discoveries. The milestones reached have been well
reflected in the market sentiment towards the Company, which has resulted in a positive impact on the Company share
price despite difficult global financial market conditions. Supplementing the resource development at the Sorpresa main
area is the ongoing discovery exploration work which provides additional prospects for gold in the wider district. Many
prospects have been identified, some of which have characteristics previously noted in the earlier work leading to the
discovery of the Sorpresa area. The Company is moving through these newer areas and testing them with the aim to
bring these prospects to a more developed stage in the next period.

It is also an important part of the project development to maintain the positive relationships already established with the
local communities and government departments. To this extent all stakeholders with a relevant interest in the
Company’s activities are treated seriously and a conscious effort of engagement is made at all levels to achieve this.

Given that the volatile global economic outlook is likely to continue into the near future, the Directors have been
pleased to maintain the commodity emphasis of the Company towards gold exploration and development. The Board of
Directors has kept a careful watching brief on the global markets and accordingly executed well timed capital raisings,
consisting of a placement issue and an SPP issue that provided a combined total of $2.54m in August/September 2012.
This was considered prudent in the circumstances and offered all existing shareholders the opportunity to further
participate in the Company’s next stages of growth.

The commitment from an increasing number of people working with the Company has contributed greatly to increased
performance of the Company in the period. I would like to again state my sincere appreciation for the combined efforts
of my fellow Directors, the Exploration Team headed by Colin Plumridge who has had another outstanding year, staff,
associates and consultants for their continued dedication, constructive ideas, energetic attitude and their overall support
provided to the Company for the benefit of shareholders.

The Board of Directors expresses its gratitude to shareholders for their ongoing support which is greatly appreciated and
I eagerly look forward to providing sharecholders with important developments over the next 12 months.

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FIFIELD PROJECT AREA EXPLORATION

As at 30 June 2012 the Fifield Platinum Project is comprised of seven tenements and two mineral claims covering
known alluvial and hard rock platinum mineralisation at Fifield in central western NSW. The Company is conducting
exploration on the source(s) of the coarse grain platinum historically mined in the Fifield area and the newly recognised
gold and base metal potential now seen. The following areas for exploration or development are held:

Exploration Licences - EL5534 EL5565 EL6144 EL6241 EL7058 EL7233 EL7234

Mineral Claims -MC 305 MC 306

The key overall objective of the Company continues to be “the establishment of potential open cut minable resource(s)
within the currently identified Au and Pt mineralisation noted within the Greater Sorpresa project areas, Platina-
Gillenbine and Ebenezer project areas”.

Exploration Highlights During the Past Year

The gold and silver mineralisation at the wider Sorpresa Area was the predominant focus for exploration within Fifield
NSW in the period. Major attention was given to the Sorpresa Trench 31, Boundary Gate and Roadside Areas and the
Sorpresa SW extension. Yoes Lookout Area 5km East of Sorpresa was also developed as a new prospect.

Key progress was made as follows:
¥ Percussion OHH Drilling produced excellent high grade Gold results at Sorpresa in the last 12 months

= Approx. 5,000m (100 holes) were completed at Sorpresa Area during 12 months since September 2011

= Bestintersections were Fi 160, 14m @ 21.9g/t Au from 34m, including 2m @ 87.5g/t Au, AND 6m
(@ 93.8¢/t Ag, and Fi 212, 14m @ 24.4g/t Au from 26m, including 2m @ 118g/t Au, AND 26m @

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Mineralisation Context — Fifield NSW

The objective of the Company is to explore the many prospective areas seen at Fifield as fast and as effectively as
possible, thus leading to quality target establishment for further deeper drilling, where appropriate.

Accordingly, Rimfire has developed a wide variety of mineralisation prospects within the immediate Fifield region,

including Au, Pt and Cu/Base Metal prospects.

These occur over a compact zone of less than 50km? The

interpretation of the region is one of a complex volcanic rift setting, with evidence for multiple, polymetallic
mineralisation events associated with sub-volcanic intrusives, shearing and brecciation at various scales.

Sorpresa style mineralisation is hosted by a carbonaceous receptive horizon in the sediment pile. Faulting, shearing and
brecciation provide the deep plumbing that allows the gold bearing hydrothermal fluids to gain access to this receptive
horizon. It is inferred that the receptive horizon has an overall syncline basin shape.

The known mineralisation at Sorpresa is only a small part of the prospective mineralisation likely contained within an
interpreted Rift Basin. Parts of Sorpresa are characterised by residual soil, hence its discovery was greatly aided by soil
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geochemistry. By contrast much of the remaining Rift Basin is not suitable for soil geochemistry and will require drill
based exploration.

The Company has learnt that the area within Sorpresa at Trench 31 represents a well-organized gold lens, detectible only
because it was partly eroded to surface, thus enabling geochemistry exploration to discover its position. Many more gold
lenses are anticipated to be sitting within the gold receptive horizon, including gold mineralisation that is poorly
exposed, awaiting discovery in the ensuing periods.

Drilling results have helped to refine the structural model and the basin wide work interpretations looking for repetitions
and variations on the gold system geology, initially in the 0-60m zone.

The gold receptive horizon plan area has been ascribed currently at 8km?. This is a substantial area by any standards and
represents significant potential for large scale mineralisation. The gold receptive horizon described by the Company, is a
thick layer in the basin stratigraphy. The delineation drilling at Sorpresa is showing that the Sorpresa gold
mineralisation style has good rewards for persistent drilling. It is entirely probable that thicker blocks of the receptive
horizon exist in the basin centre.

A strong IP (Induced Polarization) anomaly occurs over a section of Sorpresa and appears located at the centre of the
Rift Basin. This gives rise to the possibility of a huge mineralising system being present, and focused on the basin
centre. The Rift Basin concept provides a broader context for the known area of gold mineralisation at Sorpresa, which
is at the periphery of the Rift Basin system.

The Company strategy is to therefore undertake both delineation drilling at Sorpresa, as well as explore for the
much larger scale mineralisation, and its multi-million ounce gold potential likely to exist as part of the Rift
Basin centre.

A range of other target areas at Fifield for Au mineralisation are still marked for drilling, at various future stages.

Notes on the Unique Geological Position of the Fifield Project Area

The district wide exploration work continues to find mineralisation zoning of various styles at Fifield. The eastern areas,
which includes Yoes Lookout, have overlying Silurian-Devonian aged rocks which have been eroded to expose the
underlying Upper Ordovician porphyry copper-gold style rocks.

The western gold areas at Fifield have Girilambone age rocks below the Silurian-Devonian rocks. Accordingly, it is
postulated that somewhere below the Sorpresa Gold mineralised area, there is a massive fault contact between the
Girilambone rocks and the Upper Ordovician porphyry copper-gold style rocks.

This important geological contact below the Sorpresa gold mineralised area is also cut by the Lachlan Lineament
structure and is intruded by many and varied intrusives. It is also the site of a deep rift with highly carbonaceous rocks

being deposited simultaneously with rhyodacite and basic volcanics.

Growing Gold Potential

Black Silica Samples in Section — Important Au Receptive Geology

The Fifield area continues to develop its gold
credentials. Recent higher grades secen in 2012
continue to enhance the gold potential in the 0-60m
zone.

Disseminated gold deposits appear evidenced to occur
in this dynamic geological setting within the Fifield
district, and this has gone largely unrecognised by all
other explorers prior to Rimfire’s Sorpresa gold
discovery.

The RC drill programs completed on the Sorpresa gold (Au) prospect during 2011/2012 and additional knowledge
gained in the adjacent locations within the 20km? prospective area identified at Fifield NSW for gold mineralisation have

formed the basis for geological model development using the important interpretation of the gold receptive horizon of
black silica now identified.

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It is the Company’s firm view that the district is likely to host a range of gold discoveries, some similar in character to
the Sorpresa area, so ensuring a suitable balance between new exploration and delineation is important. The overall
geological setting and Au mineralised potential both continue to show impressive scale and promise in the wider Fifield
district.

The Company has considered the broader implications of the exploration
to date at the Sorpresa area and its surrounds.

Sorpresa consists of disseminated gold and silver mineralisation with
associated traces of arsenic (As), lead (Pb) and antimony (Sb) as reliable
pathfinders. The mineralisation is largely hosted by special parts of a 30m
thick black, carbonaceous shale horizon which becomes replaced by
pervasive silica during mineralisation to finally yield the distinct “black
silica horizon”.

The extent of the black silica horizon is not yet fully defined, however, an
area of 8km? is now indicated and growing as mapping continues to the south of Sorpresa. The gold mineralisation

appears disseminated, coherent and amenable to reliable assays with capacity for high grade as demonstrated in multiple

locations with relative frequency.

Additions to this mineralised area are likely as exploration continues. It should be noted that the gold mineralisation
encountered continues to be located well outside of this indicated area, and not necessarily always within the proximal

black silica.

This represents a highly promising geological context for large scale discoveries and confirms the Company’s
earlier views that “Company Making” Au mineralisation is likely to occur in this setting.
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Additional Exploration adjacent to Sorpresa is well advanced - Gold to be Pursued at Multiple Locations

An expansion in Au exploration is now highly justified and is already underway. A rapidly growing list of new target
areas for Au is now being established. Important areas that have Au in residual soil and creek sampling are located well

to the south of Sorpresa, with relevant associated geology, including black silica and shear zones in places.

The original Sorpresa gold area was discovered on the back of soil geochemistry and subsequent auger drilling in 2010
on a 54ppb Au in soil result. Tr31 was the breakthrough result that showed that we had a high grade gold area and this
was confirmed in drilling during 2011/12. The black silica geology as a gold receptive hotizon was recognised during

this process.
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The observation of familiar geology coupled with new Au in soil anomalies in this southern area, especially with results
above 300ppb Au in places makes this area important. A large portion of the 8km? prospective area for Au in the Rift
Basin at Sorpresa is covered with shallow alluvium, but it appears the Sorpresa style system re-emerges 4km to the south
of Tr31.

Yoes Lookout Gold Prospect

Excellent commercial Au targets exist within the broader surrounds of
Sorpresa. Additional Au areas of potential have been identified and are at
various stages of assessment. In particular, work has expanded at the Yoes
Lookout area.

Yoes Lookout prospect is located 5km due east of the Sorpresa Gold
project area at Fifield NSW. The results earlier in the March Quarter
confirmed that a greenfields coherent Au anomaly in the soil was
established, considerable in size and open in many directions at Yoes
Lookout.

The geology at Yoes Lookout is Upper Ordovician volcanics and appears to
be the dominant underlying host rock style, which differs to that of
Sorpresa. The Yoes Lookout setting is closer to the porphyry copper-gold
style geology that includes North Parkes.

Initial drilling indicates gold mineralisation in 6 of 8 holes drilled. More holes are planned as part of an initial program
to scope the area. This is the first drilling ever conducted in this area, by Rimfire, or any other explorer in the past.

Exploration Conclusion for the Last Year

During the past 12 months substantial progtress has been made through its exploration activities on the Sorpresa project
area and its surrounds. A Company Making opportunity at Fifield continues to gain traction and will be pursued
aggressively in the subsequent periods.

Your Directors present their report on the company and its controlled entity for the financial year ended 30 June 2012.

Directors

The Directors have been in office since the start of the financial year to the date of this report unless otherwise stated.
Principal Activities

The principal activities of the consolidated entity during the financial year were the exploration and development of
economic mineral deposits.

Review of Operations

In the period, the key exploration commitment continued to be placed on the projects at Fifield NSW, with the
greenfields gold (Au) discovery at Sorpresa the key focus and highlight in the period. The Company had an
outstanding period, with delineation drilling in three areas at Sorpresa producing some of the best gold intersections yet
seen at Fifield.

With a high grade in Fi 160 of 14m @ 21.9g/t Au, including 2m @ 87.5g/t Au, it confirms the optimistic view the
Company took of the meaning of the original Trench 31 results in 2010, namely, that this system has a capacity to
produce very high grade. Fi 160 is in the top 10 exploration gold intersections achieved within Australia by any
Company in the last 12 month period.

The Company believes that it has not yet seen the best grades that the wider Sorpresa area has the capacity to deliver.
The more work done the better the Au mineralizing potential continues to look at Fifield. The drilling conducted in the
June Quarter is part of the regular drilling now occurring at Fifield.

The weather conditions were difficult in parts of the period, but the Company still managed creditable progress using a
variety of exploration and assessment techniques.

The establishment of the size of the Greater Sorpresa Area, at 8 km? , is more than double the previous estimated
size announced at the 2011 AGM. The results continue to demonstrate the untapped potential exists at Sorpresa and
the wider surrounds, within the newly defined area.

The delineation drilling work at Sorpresa in the 0 to 60m zone will move towards defining gold resources in this zone.
In parallel, discovery work has focused on the bigger gold mineralizing picture at Fifield.

The geological mapping and discovery reconnaissance field work undertaken examines the interpreted Rift Basin
geology, including the black silica gold receptive horizon. The Greater Sorpresa Area has multi-million ounce
gold potential in the Company’s opinion.

The Company expects to report a steady flow of news over the coming Quarters as the work programs gain
momentum.

To this extent platinum (Pt) exploration has taken a back seat to the rapidly developing gold potential now seen at
Fifield. Pt, Au and base metal mineralisation are all present at Fifield and this metal zoning remains an important
feature of the regional geology.

The price of Au traded in the range of USD1,600 to USD1,900/ounce during the petiod, finishing at USD1,750/ounce
level. In the Company’s view, the commodity outlook still remains particularly strong for gold, with a continuing
uncertain global financial environment likely over the next 12 months.

The Company’s work programs were well delivered under the expert guidance of Colin Plumridge as the Head of
Exploration, in conjunction with the Chairman and the field/opetations team at Fifield. The Board of Ditectors offers
its support and sincere gratitude to all the people contributing to the advancement of the projects in the period,
including contractors, employees, partners and advisors.
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Directors’ Report

Financial Position

The net assets of the consolidated entity have increased from $8,592,837 at 30 June 2011 to $9,237,696 at 30 June
2012. The Company continued to ensure that overhead costs during the financial year were carefully monitored.

The Company was successful in raising further capital in the period with a placement in August 2012 and an SPP in
September 2012. The Board sincerely acknowledges new and existing shareholders who participated in these events.

Future Developments, Prospects and Business Strategies

The Company is excited by the emergence of the gold potential within the Fifield district and will continue to pursue
gold mineralisation on the back of the greenfields “Sorpresa Prospect” discovery confirmed in October 2010. An area
greater than 20km? is now identified at Fifield which is being intensively prospected for gold, the immediate wider area
of Sorpresa is estimated to be 8km? and open.

The Company has learnt that the area within Sorpresa at Trench 31 represents a well-organized gold lens, detectible
only because it was partly eroded to surface, thus enabling geochemistry exploration to discover its position. Many
more gold lenses are anticipated to be sitting within the gold receptive horizon, including gold mineralisation that is
pootly exposed, awaiting discovery in the ensuing periods. The objective of the Company is to cover the many
prospective areas as fast and as effectively as possible, thus leading to quality target establishment for further deeper
drilling, where appropriate.

The wider project area at Sorpresa represents a large gold exploration target that requires drilling from the near surface
to hundreds of metres in depth. To date, the Company has undertaken drilling within the 40~60m depth range, where
results provide significant encouragement to justify a far greater drilling density and also depth extension.

The Rift Basin concept provides a broader context for the known area of gold mineralisation at Sorpresa, which is at
the periphery of the Rift basin system. The Company must therefore undertake both delineation drilling at Sorpresa, as
well as explore for the much larger scale mineralisation, and its multi-million ounce potential likely to exist as part of the
Rift Basin centre. At the Greater Sotpresa area a strong IP anomaly appears located at the centre of the syncline basin.
This gives rise to the possibility of a huge mineralising system being present, and focused on the basin centre.

The work on the Sorpresa area has provided additional insight into the interconnection between the geological systems
for gold and platinum at Fifield.

The Platina Lead structure still represents a potentially attractive “tier 2” commercial Pt target, as does the “Pt
contained in the surficial gravels” with important insight able to be provided with respect to the mineralised “tier 1” Pt
bedrock system, during the assessment of the Platina Lead.

No resource is yet established at the Platina - Gillenbine Pt project area, but this still has the potential to develop into a
minable resource at some point in the future, in the Board’s opinion.

Operating Results
The loss of the consolidated entity amounted to $421,497 (2011: $525,275).

Dividends

No dividends were paid during the financial year, nor are any recommended at 30 June 2012.

No Significant Changes in State of Affairs

The Sorpresa Gold discovery at Fifield has significantly changed the Company’s outlook going forward and has created
a greater focus on the gold mineralisation potential. The Platinum exploration remains important, whilst the Diamond
exploration at Bingara has received less attention due to the changed Company circumstances with the intense focus at
Fifield.

After Balance Date Events

The Company achieved an increase in its capital base after the balance date through a Placement and an SPP event,
which raised on a combined basis, new capital before costs of $2,540,500 through the issue of 84,683,333 new fully paid
ordinary shares at 3.0 cents per share. No other matters or circumstances which have arisen since the end of the
financial year significantly affected or may significantly affect the operations of the consolidated entity, the results of
those operations, or the state of affairs of the consolidated entity in future financial years.
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Environmental Issues

The consolidated entity aims to ensure that the highest standard of environmental care is achieved. The Board
maintains the responsibility to ensure that the consolidated entity’s environment policies are adhered to and to ensure
that the consolidated entity is aware of and is in compliance with all relevant environmental legislation. There have
been no environmental breaches during the 2012 financial year.

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REMUNERATION REPORT (AUDITED)

This report details the nature and amount of remuneration for each Director of Rimfire Pacific Mining NL, and for the
executives receiving the highest remuneration.

Remuneration Policy

The remuneration policy of Rimfire Pacific Mining NL has been designed to align Director and executive objectives with
shareholder and business objectives by providing a fixed remuneration component and offering specific longer term
incentives based on key performance areas affecting the consolidated entity’s financial results. The Board of Rimfire
Pacific Mining NL believes the remuneration policy to be appropriate and effective, and has established a Remuneration
Review Committee to allow the Company to maintain its ability to attract and retain the best executives and Directors to
run and manage the consolidated entity, as well as create goal congruence between Directors, executives and
shareholders.

The Board’s policy for determining the nature and amount of remuneration for Board members and senior executives of
the consolidated entity is detailed below. The remuneration policy, setting the terms and conditions for executive
directors and other senior executives, was approved by the Board. The executives are entitled to receive a mix as
determined by the committee, of base salary (which is based on factors such as capability, effectiveness, work tasks,
responsibilities, length of service and experience), superannuation, fringe benefits and securities, subject to any necessary
shareholder or regulatory approvals.

Benefits to senior executives and the non-executive Directors consisted exclusively of cash benefits in the period. A non-
executive Director Pool of $§120,000 was established in 2009 and represents the maximum aggregate payments to non-
executive Directors in their capacities as Directors, that can be paid in any one year, not requiring additional shareholder
approval. The actual non-executive Director pool utilised in the 12 month period was $74,160 in total.

The Board reviews executive and non-executive packages by reference to the consolidated entity’s performance,
executive and non-executive Director performance and comparable information from industry sectors including other
listed companies in the resources sector.

With respect to executive appraisal, key aspects of performance criteria include the maintenance of an adequate level of
operating capital, maximising the economic cycle and managing expenditure to efficient levels, particularly in difficult
global conditions. Developing and retaining exploration personnel expertise, therefore enabling the best possible
examination and enhancement of the Company’s exploration portfolio is considered important, and this is done whilst
operating to high standards of governance, including work place safety.

Managing investor relations and Company communication with all stakeholders, including shareholders, analysts, capital
providers, landholders and government departments is considered a key benchmark. Ensuring an environmentally
sensitive approach to exploration programs is maintained is a measured outcome, thus minimising any potential liabilities
to the Company.

All of these factors are considered to impact directly on the performance of the Company and are therefore an important
component in the remuneration assessment. These factors are more easily assessed within the review process, than more
volatile measures, such as day to day exploration results, commodity price fluctuation and global market sentiment.
Overall technical advancement in the exploration potential of the project areas is considered in the remuneration
assessment process.

Macro measures as a backdrop to performance review are also relevant, but are not a sole determining factor. Such
measures would include key growth indicators of share price, volume of trade, number and stability of shareholders and
market capitalisation of the Company.

The Company believes the performance review process adopted using these measures ensures a strong alighment
between Board and executive performance and that of the underlying performance of the Company for a Company of
this type.

As a junior exploration company other key performance criteria for the Directors and executives relate to their ability to
bring ideas, business skills, experience, appropriate networks, capital raising initiatives, promotional strategies,
expenditure plans and pursue exploration programs through selection of appropriate technical specialists whilst exercising
prudent judgement that can create significant shareholder value. This must all be conducted within modest financial
resources, so cfficiency and effectiveness are key performance measures by which the executives and Directors need to
be assessed. The capacity for multi-skilling is a key criterion.
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Remuneration Report

Key objectives are set by the Board for the Executive Chairman of the Company, and the Board refers to these guidelines
and modifies the content according to the specific needs of the Company and its strategies going forward. The Executive
Chairman was reviewed and his remuneration was increased from his previous base, set 4 years ago.

Subject to the performance of the Company and a review of the performance and incentives offered to Directors and
executives of the Company, an entitlement to participate in share and option arrangements, subject to shareholder
approval may also apply. This is designed to align the performance of the Company with the performance of the Board
and Executives. Recent Legislative changes, however, make this almost an unworkable route to implement and the
Company is seeking further advice.

All remuneration paid to executives and Directors are valued at the cost to the company and expensed. The Board’s
policy is to remunerate non-executive Directors at market rates for comparable companies for time, commitment and
responsibilities. Non-executive Directors have also been reviewed with a proposed increase from $24,000 to $30,000 for
the next period.

The remuneration committee determines payments to the non-executive Directors and reviews their remuneration
annually, based on market practice, duties and accountability. Independent external advice may be sought if required.
The maximum aggregate amount of fees that can be paid to non-executive Directors is not linked directly to the
consolidated entity performance, however, the Board is conscious of its responsibilities and is mindful of the
performance of the Company, so has acted accordingly, in formulating remuneration and incentive levels.

To align Directors’ interests with shareholder interests, the Directors are encouraged to hold shares in the company.

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Introduction

The Directors of Rimfire Pacific Mining NL recognise the need for high standards of corporate governance and are
focused on fulfilling their responsibilities individually and as a Board to all of the Company stakeholders. The Board
supports the guidelines on the “Principles of Good Corporate Governance and Best Practice Recommendations”
(“Principles”) established by the ASX Corporate Governance Council.

Given the size and structure of the Company, the nature of its business, the stage of its development and the cost of
strict and detailed compliance with all of the recommendations the Company has adopted some modified systems,
procedures and practices which it considers allow it to reasonably meet the principles of good corporate governance.

The Company practices aim for consistency with those of the guidelines and its recommendations. The Company
considers that it has adopted practices that are appropriate to the Company’s circumstance in this regard. At the end of
this Corporate Governance Statement a table is included detailing the recommendations with which the Company does
not strictly comply, including reasons for departure from any stated Principles.

The following sections outline the Company practices in complying with the Principles.
Principle 1: Laying Solid Foundations for Management and Oversight

The role of the Board is to lead and oversee the management and direction of the Company.
After appropriate consultation with executive management, the Board:

1. Defines and sets its business objectives. It subsequently monitors performance and achievements of the
Company’s objectives and that of senior management;

2. Oversees the reporting on matters of compliance with corporate policies and laws, takes responsibility for risk
management processes and a review of executive management, remuneration practices and insurance needs of the
Company;

3. Monitors and approves financial performance and budgets; and

4. Reports to shareholders.

As part of the execution of their duties, Directors are involved in various subcommittees related to focused aspects of
the Company. The Directors are able and encouraged to seck external professional advice as may be required,
depending on circumstance.

In addition, Directors have a duty to disclose and appropriately report matters that affect their independence and
conform to the Company’s trading policy governing dealings in the Company’s securities, including any related financial

instruments.

The Board has delegated all day to day management of the Company to the executive management, subject to any

specific expertise requested by management of the Board, on a case by case basis.

During the period, a review of executive performance was undertaken by the Remuneration Committee in accordance
with the Company’s stated review process and benchmarking.

Each member of the Board has committed to spending sufficient time to enable them to carry out their duties as a
Director of the Company. One third of the Directors retire annually and are free to seek re-election by shareholders.
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Principle 2: Structuring the Board to Add Value
Composition of the Board

The ASX Corporate Governance Council recommends that composition of the Board be determined so as to provide a
Company with a broad base of industry, business, technical, administrative and corporate skill and experience
considered necessary to represent shareholders and fulfill the business objectives of a Company.

The recommendations of best practice are that a majority of the Directors and in particular the chairperson should be
independent. An independent Director is one who:

1. Does not hold an executive position;

2. Is not a substantial shareholder of the Company or an officer or otherwise associated directly or indirectly with a
substantial shareholder of the Company;

3. Has not within the last 3 years been employed in an executive capacity by the Company or another group member
or been a Director after ceasing to hold such employment;

4. Is not a principal of a professional adviser to the Company or another group member;

5. Is not a significant supplier or customer of the Company or another group member, or an officer of, or otherwise
associated directly or indirectly with a significant supplier or customer;

6. Has no significant contractual relationship with the Company or any other group member other than as a Director
of the Company; and

7. Is free from any interest and any business or other relationship which could or could reasonably be perceived to
materially interfere with the Directors ability to act in the best interests of the Company.

It is considered that a majority of independent Directors is the optimal composition to add value to the Company. This
is due to the size and nature of the Company's business and risk profile of the Company. Corporate Governance
practices are in place to support competent and objective operation of the Board and to provide investor assurance in
relation to Board decision making.

As a junior exploration company, the key performance criteria for the Directors and executives relate to their ability to
bring ideas, general business skills, experience, appropriate networks, risk assessment skills, capital raising initiatives,
promotional strategies, expenditure plans and pursue exploration programs through appropriately selected technical
specialists whilst exercising prudent judgment that can create significant shareholder value. This must all be conducted
within modest financial resources, so efficiency and effectiveness are key performance measures by which the Directors
are assessed.

The Board regularly discusses and reviews its performance. The chairperson also discusses with each Director their
requirements, performances and aspects of involvement in the Company. The Non-Executive Directors discuss and
evaluate the role fulfilled by management individually and together. This is reviewed against the discussed and agreed
objectives of the Company and the effectiveness in carrying out those objectives.

Nomination of Other Board Members

Due to the small size of the Company, no Nomination Committee exists currently, this function is adopted by the
Board of Directors, which at least annually, reviews its composition to determine if additional core strengths are
required to be added to the Board in light of the nature of the Company businesses and its objectives. The selection
process takes into consideration the skills and experience of proposed Directors with an attempt to gain sufficient
diversity amongst Directors to add value to the Company.

Independent Advice
Each of the Directors is entitled to seek independent advice at Company expense to assist them to carry out their

responsibilities.
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Principle 3: Promotion of Ethical and Responsible Decision-Making

Directors, officers, employees and consultants to the Company are required to observe high standards of behaviour and
business ethics in conducting business on behalf of the Company and they are required to maintain a reputation of
integrity on the part of both the Company and themselves. The Company does not contract with or otherwise engage
any person ot party where it considers integrity may be compromised.

Directors are required to disclose to the Board actual or potential conflicts of interest that may or might reasonably be
thought to exist between the interests of the Director or the interests of any other party in so far as it affects the
activities of the Company and to act in accordance with the Corporations Act if conflict cannot be removed or if it
persists. That involves taking no part in the decision making process or discussions where that conflict does arise.

Directors, staff and insiders are required to make disclosure of any shate trading. A formal Trading Policy was released
to the ASX at the end of 2010. The cornerstone of the Company policy in relation to share trading is that officers,
employees and contractors are prohibited from trading whilst in possession of unpublished price sensitive information
concerning the Company. That is information which a reasonable person would expect to have a material effect on the
price or value of the Company securities. An officer must discuss the proposal to acquire or sell shares with the
Chairman prior to doing so to ensure that there is no price sensitive information of which that officer might not be
aware. The undertaking of any trading in securities by Directors must be notified to the Company and Chairman who
makes disclosure to ASX within the required reporting time-table guidelines.

An extract of the Trading Policy is provided as follows:

A Representative in possession of price sensitive information which is not generally available to the market must not
deal in the Company’s securities at any time, either directly, or indirectly.

In addition, each Representative is permitted to trade in the Company’s securities throughout the year except during
designated closed periods. The closed periods are between the end of the March, June, September and December
quarters and the release of the Company’s next quarterly report to the ASX, so long as the Company is required by the
Listing Rules to lodge quarterly reports.

Certain trading activity is not subject to the policy such as transfers to super funds where the transferor maintains the
beneficial ownership of the securities. The full list of acceptable trading activity is listed in the full policy
document as released in December 2010 to the ASX. There are exceptional circumstances where trading can occur
outside the policy in cases of specific hardship. These details are outlined in detail in the full policy document.

The Company does not have a formal diversity policy, given the size of the Company at this point in time. However,

The main responsibilities of the Audit Committee are to:

1. Review the annual financial statements with the Executive Chairman and the external auditors and make
appropriate recommendations to the Board;

2. Review all regular financial reports to be made to the public prior to their release and make appropriate
recommendations to the Board;

3. Monitor compliance with statutory and Australian requirements for financial reporting;

4.  Review reports from management and external auditors on any significant proposed regulatory, accounting or
reporting issues, to assess the potential impact on the Company’s financial reporting process.

The Executive Chairman is required to state in writing that the Company’s Financial Reports present a true and fair
view in all material respects of the Company’s financial condition and operational results in accordance with relevant
accounting standards.

The committee is also charged with the responsibilities of recommending to the Board the appointment, removal and
remuneration of the external auditors and reviewing the terms of their engagement and the scope and quality of the
audit.

An analysis of fees paid to the external auditors, including a breakdown of fees of non- audit services, is provided in the
notes to the financial statements. It is the policy of the external auditors to provide an annual declaration of their
independence to the Board.

Each Board member has access to the external auditors and the auditor has access to each Board member.

Principle 5: Making Timely and Balanced Disclosure

The Executive Chairman has been nominated as the person responsible for communications with the Australian
Securities Exchange (ASX). This role includes responsibility for ensuring compliance with the continuous disclosure
requirement in the ASX Listing Rules and overseeing and co-coordinating information disclosure to the ASX, analysts,
brokers, shareholders, the media and the public.

All material information concerning the Company, including its financial situation, performance and ownership are
posted on the Company web site to ensure all investors have equal and timely access.

Principle 6: Respecting the Rights of Shareholders

The Board recognises its responsibility to ensure that its shareholders are informed of all major developments affecting
the Company.

All shareholders who nominate to do so receive a copy of the Company’s annual report. The annual, half yearly and
quarterly reports are prepared in accordance of the ASX Listing Rules and are posted on the Company’s web site.
Regular updates on operations are made via ASX releases, including access to any audiocast or video materials.

Information on the Company is posted on the Company’s website. This amongst other information includes all text in
relation to any notices on meetings to be held by the Company. When analysts are briefed on aspects of the
Company’s operation, the material used in the presentation is released to the ASX and posted on the Company’s
website.

The Company has maintained its website during the past year, inclusive of the last 3 years of all ASX release materials,
which also incorporates financial information in this time. The website includes the option for sharecholders to contact
the Company for clarification and receive direct updates of Company matters.
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The external auditor is requested to attend the annual general meeting and be available to answer shareholder questions
about the conduct of the audit and the preparation and content of the audit report.

Principle 7: Recognising and Managing Risk

A key element of the Board’s role is the assessment of risk and the subsequent management of risk. Key risk areas for
the Company include, amongst other things, exploration success and subsequent commercialisation risk, financial
markets and economic cycle risk, commodity risk and key personnel risk. These are reviewed on a continuous basis and
then specifically reviewed again at each Board meeting.

The issue with respect to risk in exploration is one of balancing the potential rewards with the cost of conducting
adequate exploration programs. The Company employs a number of strategies to mitigate its risks including
considering the farming out of exploration prospects, acquiring more information in order to better define targets
within exploration prospects and maximising the use of lower cost exploration techniques. The Company utilises
industry standard drafting techniques and software to map, log and assess its prospects for ongoing exploration
suitability. Peer review of prospects, by both internal and third party consultants, is used when considered necessary, to
consider exploration assumptions at various times.

The Company would be subject to commodity and currency price fluctuation through the sale of commodities
denominated in $US. The Company monitors certain commodity and currency movements and possible methods
available to manage any such movements in price risk. However, the Company has no consistent current commercial
production at this time, except potential by product from bulk sampling programs, so the Board does not consider price
risk to be a significant factor at this time. Interest rate risk is assessed according to reporting guidelines.

The Board is responsible for approval of the acquisition and disposal of exploration and development interests. The
Board is also responsible for overseeing identification and development of strategies to mitigate price risk, including
hedging and also asset protection and potential liabilities via insurance.

The Company has in place internal control processes, and undertakes such modifications as are necessary to ensure
reasonable levels of control are maintained.

Monitoring the performance of the Company’s financial status and matching this adequately to the current business and
economic cycles are key areas for Board risk assessment. Authorisation of equity raisings, entering into debt facilities
and major capital expenditure or commitments require Board approval. All routine operating expenditures are the
responsibility of management in accordance with programmes and budgets approved by the Board.

The Company currently has personnel of less than 10, which does not include an internal audit function. In relation to
its responsibilities the Board’s consideration includes the following:

1.  Review of internal controls and recommendations of enhancements

2. Monitoring of compliance with the Corporations Act 2001, Australian Securities Exchange, Australian Taxation
Office and Australian Securities Investments Commission requirements

3. Improving the quality of the management and accounting information
4. Follow-up and rectification by management of deficiencies or breakdown in controls or procedures.

The board receives annually, the assurance from the Executive Chairman by signed declaration.

The Remuneration Committee makes recommendations to the Board on remuneration packages and other terms of
employment. Reviews are conducted annually, or earlier if required, by the committee having regard to performance
and relevant comparative information. As well as a base salary, remuneration packages may include superannuation,
termination entitlements, fringe benefits, bonus and securities.

Remuneration packages are set at levels that are intended to attract and retain high calibre staff and align the interest of
the executives with those of the Company shareholders. Remuneration of Non-Executive Directors is treated
separately and determined by the Board within the maximum amount approved by the shareholders from time to time.
Currently, the annual pool established for maximum payments to Non- Executive Directors, in their capacity as
Directors is $120,000 in aggregate.

Note 1 Statement of Accounting Policies

The financial report is a general purpose financial report that has been prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standards,
Australian Accounting Interpretations and other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian Accounting Standards Board and the
Corporations Act 2001.

Rimfire Pacific Mining NL is a profit orientated entity for the purpose of the financial report.

The financial report covers the economic entity of Rimfire Pacific Mining NL and its controlled entity. Rimfire Pacific Mining NL is a
listed public company, incorporated and domiciled in Australia.

The principal activities of the consolidated entity during the financial year were the exploration and development of economic mineral
deposits.

The financial report of Rimfire Pacific Mining NL and its controlled entity, complies with International Financial Reporting Standards
as issued by the International Accounting Standards Board.

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the economic entity in the preparation of the financial
report. The accounting policies have been consistently applied, unless otherwise stated.

The financial report was authorised for issue by Directors on the date of signing the directors’ declaration.

The financial report is presented in Australian dollars, has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based on historical costs.

Accounting Policies
a.  Significant Judgements and Key Assumptions

Judgements made in applying accounting policies that have the most significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial
statements concern the future successful exploration and development of mining tenements including the saleability of mined
resources.

The following key assumption has been made concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the
balance date, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within
the next financial year.

It is assumed that the mining tenements currently being explored by the consolidated entity will be successfully developed with
minerals being produced and commercially sold on the market at some future point, as yet unspecified. The production of
saleable minerals is assumed to be at least sufficient to recover the costs of exploration and development. Should this
assumption prove incorrect then material adjustments may have to be made for impairment losses in respect of capitalised
exploration costs.

b.  Going Concern

The financial statements have been prepared on the basis that the consolidated entity is a going concern, which contemplates the
continuity of normal business activity, realisation of assets and the settlement of liabilities in the normal course of business.
Following capital raisings subsequent to balance date of $2,540,500 (refer to note 23), the consolidated entity had sufficient cash
reserves to continue its current exploration programmes and other working capital requirements for a period beyond 12 months
from the date of this report. Should additional funding be required the consolidated entity may attempt future equity capital
raising initiatives, however, it should be noted that while this source of funding has been used regularly in the past, any future
capital raising would be dependent on financial market conditions at the time that any additional equity funds are being sought.

c.  Principles of Consolidation

A controlled entity is any entity controlled by Rimfire Pacific Mining NL. Control exists where Rimfire Pacific Mining NL has
the capacity to dominate the decision-making in relation to the financial and operating policies of another entity so that the other
entity operates with Rimfire Pacific Mining NL to achieve the objectives of Rimfire Pacific Mining NL. A list of controlled
entities is contained in Note 10 to the financial statements.

All inter-company balances and transactions between entities in the consolidated entity, including any unrealised profits or losses,
have been eliminated on consolidation. Accounting policies of subsidiaries have been changed where necessary to ensure
consistencies with those policies applied by the parent entity. Investments in subsidiaries are accounted for at cost in the
individual financial reports of Rimfire Pacific Mining NL.

Where controlled entities have entered or left the consolidated entity during the year, their operating results have been included
from the date control was obtained or until the date control ceased.

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Income Tax

The charge for current income tax expense is based on the profit for the year adjusted for any non-assessable or disallowed
items. It is calculated using the tax rates that have been enacted or are substantially enacted by the balance date.

Deferred tax is accounted for using the balance sheet liability method in respect of temporary differences arising between the tax
bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the financial statements. No deferred income tax will be recognised
from the initial recognition of an asset or liability, excluding a business combination, where there is no effect on the taxable
profit or loss.

Deferred tax is calculated at the tax rates that are expected to apply to the period when the asset is realised or liability is settled.
Deferred tax is credited in the income statement except where it relates to items that may be credited directly to equity, in which
case the deferred tax is adjusted directly against equity.

Deferred income tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future tax profits will be available against which
deductible temporary differences can be utilised.

The amount of benefits brought to account or which may be realised in the future is based on the assumption that no adverse
change will occur in income taxation legislation and the anticipation that the economic entity will derive sufficient future
assessable income to enable the benefit to be realised and comply with the conditions of deductibility imposed by the law.

Rimfire Pacific Mining NL and its wholly-owned Australian subsidiary have not formed an income tax consolidated group under
the tax consolidation regime.

Property, Plant and Equipment

Each class of property, plant and equipment is carried at cost less, where applicable, any accumulated depreciation and
impairment losses.

Property

Freehold land and buildings are measured on the cost basis, being the amounts which have been paid for the asset.

Plant and equipment
Plant and equipment are measured on the cost basis.

The cartying amount of plant and equipment is reviewed annually by Directors to ensure it is not in excess of the recoverable
amount from these assets. The recoverable amount is assessed on the basis of the expected net cash flows which will be
received from the assets employment and subsequent disposal. The expected net cash flows have been discounted to their
present values in determining recoverable amounts.

Depreciation

The depreciable amount of property, plant and equipment, but excluding freehold land, is depreciated using a reducing balance
method commencing from the time the asset is held ready for use. Leasehold improvements are depreciated over the shorter of
cither the unexpired period of the lease or the estimated useful lives of the improvements.

The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable assets are:

Plant and equipment 7.5%-30%

Lease payments for operating leases, where substantially all the risks and benefits remain with the lessor, are charged as expenses
in the periods in which they are incurred.

Exploration Evaluation and Development Expenditure

Exploration, evaluation and development expenditure incurred is accumulated in respect of each identifiable area of interest.
These costs are only carried forward to the extent that they are expected to be recouped through the successful development of
the area or where activities in the area have not yet reached a stage which permits reasonable assessment of the existence of
economically recoverable reserves. Accumulated costs in relation to an abandoned area are written off in full against profit in the
year in which the decision to abandon the area is made.
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for the year ended 30 June 2012

When production commences, the accumulated costs for the relevant area of interest will be amortised over the life of the area
according to the rate of depletion of the economically recoverable reserves.

A regular review is undertaken of each area of interest to determine the appropriateness of continuing to carry forward costs in
relation to that area of interest.

Impairment of Assets

At each reporting date, the group reviews the carrying values of its tangible and intangible assets to determine whether there is
any indication that those assets have been impaired. If such an indication exists, the recoverable amount of the asset, being the
higher of the asset’s fair value less costs to sell and value in use, is compared to the asset’s carrying value. Any excess of the
asset’s carrying value over its recoverable amount is expensed to the income statement.

Impairment testing is performed annually for goodwill and intangible assets with indefinite lives.

Where it is not possible to estimate the recoverable amount of an individual asset, the group estimates the recoverable amount of
cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs.

Employee Benefits

Provision is made for the Company's liability for employee benefits arising from services rendered by employees to balance date.
Employee benefits expected to be settled within one year including entitlements arising from wages and salaries and annual leave,
have been measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the liability is settled plus related on-costs. Other employee
benefits payable later than one year have been measured at the present value of the estimated future cash outflows to be made
for those benefits. Contributions are made by the consolidated entity to employee superannuation funds and are charged as
expenses when incurred.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and deposits, including cash equivalents, comprise cash on hand and cash at bank, deposits at call and those highly liquid
investments with an original maturity of three months or less, which are held for the purpose of meeting short term cash
commitments rather than for investment purposes, and which are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and are subject
to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

For the purpose of the Statement of Cash Flows, cash includes cash on hand and deposits with banks or financial institutions net
of bank overdrafts.

Receivables

Trade receivables and other receivables are recorded at amounts due less any allowance for doubtful debts.

Payables

Trade payables and other payables are recognised when the consolidated entity becomes obliged to make future payments
resulting from the purchase of goods and services. Payments are normally settled on 30 day terms.

Financial Instruments

Recognition
Financial instruments are initially measured at cost on trade date, which includes transaction costs, when the related contractual

rights or obligations exist. Subsequent to initial recognition these instruments are measured as set out below.

Financial assets at fair value through profit and loss

A financial asset is classified in this category if acquired principally for the purpose of selling in the short term or if so designated
by management and within the requirements of AASB 139: Recognition and Measurement of Financial Instruments. Derivatives
are also categorised as held for trading unless they are designated as hedges. Realised and unrealised gains and losses arising from
changes in the fair value of these assets are included in the income statement in the period in which they arise.

Loans and Receivables
Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an active
market and are stated at amortised cost using the effective interest rate method.

Held-to-maturity investments
These investments have fixed maturities, and it is the group’s intention to hold these investments to maturity. Any held-to-

maturity investments held by the group ate stated at amortised cost using the effective interest rate method.

Available-for-sale financial assets

Available-for-sale financial assets include any financial assets not included in the above categories. Available-for-sale financial
assets are reflected at fair value. Unrealised gains and losses arising from changes in fair value are taken directly to equity.
Financial liabilities

Non-derivative financial liabilities are recognised at amortised cost, comprising original debt less principal payments and
amortisation.
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Fair value

Fair value is determined based on current bid prices for all quoted investments. Valuation techniques are applied to determine
the fair value for all unlisted securities, including recent arm’s length transactions, reference to similar instruments and option
pricing models.

Impairment

At each reporting date, the group assesses whether there is objective evidence that a financial instrument has been impaired. In
the case of available-for-sale financial instruments, a prolonged decline in the value of the instrument is considered to determine
whether an impairment loss has arisen. Impairment losses are recognised in the income statement.

Revenue
Interest revenue is recognised on a proportional basis taking into account the interest rates applicable to the financial assets.

All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST).

Goods and Services Tax (GST)

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is not
recoverable from the Australian Tax Office. In these circumstances the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of
the asset or as part of an item of the expense. Receivables and payables in the balance sheet are shown inclusive of GST.

Equity Settled Compensation

The group previously operated a share-based compensation and incentive plan which included a share option arrangement
applicable to the remuneration policy for directors. The bonus element over the exercise price of the employee services rendered
in exchange for the grant of shares and options is recognised as an expense in the income statement. The total amount to be
expensed over the vesting period is determined by reference to the fair value of the options granted using the Binomial method.
